Install structures or fixtures, such as windows, frames, floorings, trim, or
hardware, using carpenters' hand or power tools.

Build or repair cabinets, doors, frameworks, floors, or other wooden
fixtures used in buildings, using woodworking machines, carpenter's hand

tools, or power tools.

Select and order lumber or other materials
